SUBJECT: Purchase of a new fire truck

SUMMARY & BACKGROUND:

It is critically important to maintain and replace the fleet of fire apparatus in a timely
manner to assure the prompt response and the reliability of the trucks. This in turn will
assure that the service to our citizens and businesses is the best we can provide.

The recommended schedule for fire apparatus is ten years in front line service and five
in reserve status. Our economies dictate that we stretch out the schedule a little. We
generally keep a truck in front line service for fifteen years and in reserve for ten years.
Last year we sold the 1980 Sutphen pumper after twenty-seven years of service. With
five trucks in the fleet, four engines and one ladder truck, we should purchase a new
truck every five years. The last truck was purchased in 2002. The leased truck from
Royal Oak Township has allowed us to wait an extra year, but may force us to hang
onto the 1992 engine as we technically don’t own the Township engine.

We formed a committee and based on their recommendations, | drew up specifications
and submitted them to three of the largest fire truck manufacturers - Pierce, Sutphen,
and E-One. All three submitted bids and basically all three proposals met our specs. E-
One also submitted an alternate bid but it did not meet the specifications.

After careful consideration the majority of the committee, myself included, agreed that
the proposal from Sutphen was the best choice.

Apollo Fire Equipment Co., Romeo, Mich. — Sutphen $345,364
LTM Fire Equipment , Pontiac, Mich. - E-One $365,095
Halt Fire, Wixom, Mich.- Pierce $393,353

Because this is a very large purchase, we looked at a lease-to-buy option. Funds were
placed in this year's budget for year 1 of a 5 year payment schedule, or $78,000.
Based on current interest rates, we have since ruled out leasing as the optimal choice.
Instead we recommend transferring the Fire Apparatus Reserve funding (money set
aside from ambulance mileage fees, which is $104,414 at June 30, 2008) into the Motor
Pool Fund to help offset the purchase.

ADMINISTRATIVE RULES
Promulgated Under the Michigan Safe Drinking Water Act

{h) "Near the first service connection” means at 1 of the 20% of all service connections in the
entire system that are nearest the water supply treatment facility, as measured by water transport
time within the distribution system.

(i) "Noncommunity supply” or "noncommunity water supply" or "noncommunity water system"
means a public water supply that is not a community supply, but that has not fewer than 15 service
connections or that serves not fewer than 25 individuals on an average daily basis for not less than
60 days per year.

{i) "Nontransient noncommunity water supply” or "nontransient noncommunity water system” or
"NTNC" means a noncommunity supply that serves not fewer than 25 of the same individuals on an
average daily basis more than 6 months per year. This definition includes public water supplies in
places of employment, schools, and day-care centers.

{k) "NTU" means nephelometric turbidity unit.

() "One hundred-year drought elevation” means the minimum projected water surface elevation
that would occur at a location once in a period of 100 years.

(m) "One hundred-year flood elevation" means the maximum projected water surface elevation
that would occur at a location once in a period of 100 years.

{n) "Operating shift" means that period of time during which operator decisions that affect public
heaith are necessary for proper operation of the waterworks system.

{0) "Operator” means an individual who operates a waterworks system or a portion of a
waterworks system.

{(p) "Operator in charge” means a ceriified operator who is designated by the owner of a public
water supply as the responsible individual in overall charge of a waterworks system, or portion of a
waterworks system, who makes decisions regarding the daily operational activities of the system that
will directly impact the quality or quantity of drinking water.

(9) "Optimal corrosion control treatment,” for the purpose of lead and copper control, means the
corrosion control treatment that minimizes the lead and copper concentrations at users' taps while
ensuring that the treatment does not cause the public water supply to be in violation of any national
primary drinking water regulations.

R 325.10107 Definitions; P, R.

Rule 107. As used in these rules:

(a) "Permit" means a public water supply construction permit that is issued to a supplier of water
by the department under the provisions of section 4 of the act.

(b} "Person" means an individual, partnership, copartnership, cooperative, firm, company, public or
private association or corporation, political subdivision, agency of the state, agency of the federal
government, trust, estate, joint structure company, or any other legal entity, or their legal
representative, agent, or assignee.

(c) "Pitless adapter" means a device or assembly of parts which permits water to pass through the
wall of a well casing or extension of a well casing and which provides access to the well and to the
parts of the system within the well in a manner that prevents the entrance of contaminants into the
well and the water produced.

{d) "Plans and specifications" means drawings, data, and a true description or representation of an
entire waterworks system or paris of the system as it exists or is to be constructed, and a statement
of how a waterworks system shall be operated.

(e) "Political subdivision" means a city, village, township, charter township, county, district,
authority, or portion or combination of any of the entities specified in this subdivision.

{f) "PQL" means the practical quantitation levels. The PQL is the lowest concentration that can be
reliably achieved by well-operated laboratories within specified limits of precision and accuracy during
routine laboratory operating conditions.

(9) "Production well" means a well that has been approved for use for a public water supply in
accordance with the provisions of part 8 of these rules.
