INDUSTRIAL TAX ABATEMENT 

 
POLICY FOR GRANTING INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATES PURSUANT TO 

P.A. 198 of 1974, as amended 
APPLICATION PROCESS: 

All applications must comply with the following standards: 
 

1.  Applicant to complete and submit a detailed project application to the Community 
Development Services Department for the establishment of an Industrial Plant Rehabilitation 
or Industrial Development District and pay the required fees to the City Assessor/Treasurer 
before requesting City Council consideration in the form of a letter of request. 

 
2.  Applicant to document that the proposed project involves a minimum investment of 
$500,000* in building and/or facilities for new construction projects. 
 
3.  Applicant to provide a statement that the applicant will comply with all provisions of Public 
Act 198, of 174 as amended, and with all requirements and guidelines established by the State 
Department of Treasury.   
 
4.  Applicant to provide specific documentation for the economic justification for tax abatement, 
including jobs retained/created, personal property investment and construction costs.   
 
5.   Assessor/Treasurer to document that there are no outstanding local taxes or liens 
(municipal, county and school district) against the property. 
 
6.   Assessor/Treasurer to document that the applicant is not currently involved in any legal 
action against the City.  

 
7.   Assessor/Treasurer to project the expected effect of the requested tax abatement on the 
City over an 8 and 12 year exemption term and make a recommendation to City Council based 
on his/her findings.

2.   Except as provided in Section 7(a) of the Public Act 198 of 1974, as amended, completion 
of the replacement facility or new facility has not occurred within 2 years after the effective 
date of the Certificate and a greater period of time has not been authorized by the State Tax 
Commission;

6.  That the Certificate issued for a speculative building has not become effective within 2 
years after the December 31 following the date the Certificate was issued; and 

7.  The purposes for which the Certificate was issued are not being fulfilled as a result of a 
failure of the holder to proceed in with the replacement, restoration or construction and 
operation of the replacement facility or new facility or with the use of the speculative building 
as a manufacturing facility in a manner consistent with the purposes of Public Act 198 of 1974 
as amended, and in the absence of circumstances that are beyond the control of the holder. 

TRANSFER OF EXEMPTION 
 

 Certificate can be transferred in accordance with Section 21 of P.A. 198, as amended.  A 
transfer request must be submitted at least thirty (30) days prior to a real estate closing or 
assignment, in the case of a change of ownership, or the execution or assignment of a lease, in the 
case of a change of tenancy.

I have reviewed the Application for Industrial Facilities Tax Exemption Certificate 
submitted by Ferndale Laboratories Inc. on July 9, 2009 for compliance with Item Nos. 1 
– 4 as listed under “Application Process” of the City of Ferndale Industrial Tax 
Abatement Policy. 
 

1. The applicant completed the process, including payment of applicable fees, to 
request establishment of an Industrial Development District (IDD) on property 
commonly known as 670-780 West Eight Mile Road, Ferndale MI. On November 
26, 2007 City Council approved the IDD, designating it as “City of Ferndale IDD 
November Thirty-eight (38)”. 

2. Applicant has documented that the proposed project involves an investment of 
$2,147,111.62, well in excess of the required minimum of $500,000. 

3. Applicant’s statement committing to comply with all provisions of Public Act 198 
of 174, as amended, and with all requirements and guidelines established by the 
State Department of Treasury is incorporated in the Agreement between the 
applicant and the City which will be executed if City Council approves the 
application. 

4. Ferndale Labs’ application provides required documentation, stating 30 jobs will 
be retained and 5-10 jobs will be created, and listing the equipment and related 
costs which comprises the $2.1 million investment.

SUBJECT: Certification of Eligibility List and Appointment of Deputy Clerk 
 
SUMMARY & BACKGROUND: 
Classified ads for the Deputy Clerk position were placed in the Daily Tribune and on the 
Michigan Municipal League (MML) and the Michigan Association of Municipal Clerks (MAMC) 
websites. The position was also posted internally. We received 87 applications. 
 
A four-member panel consisting of City Manager Bruner, Royal Oak City Clerk Melanie Halas, 
Troy Deputy Clerk Barb Pallotta and me acted as the evaluation and interview team during the 
recruitment process. We utilized two on-line assessment tools developed by Profiles 
International, Inc., and administered by Kestly Development in Ypsilanti. 
 
The panel initially rated the candidates’ applications based on education, administrative, 
elections, meetings and records management experience. Five candidates appeared on 
everyone’s list of those most qualified. Five others appeared on two or three of the panelists’ 
lists. These ten were invited to participate in the Step One Survey II, an online assessment 
which measures the following risk factors: integrity, substance abuse, reliability and work ethic. 
One of these ten subsequently withdrew her application because she decided to run for public 
office in another community. 
 
After reviewing the results of that assessment, the panel reduced the list of candidates to the 
five appearing on the majority of the panelists’ list of most desirable candidates. These five 
participated in the online Profile XT assessment which creates a profile of a candidate’s thinking 
style, behavioral traits, and occupational interests. The results were compared against the index 
created by the City Manager and I, based on our answers to Profiles Inc.’s Job Analysis Survey.  
 
The top five candidates were then interviewed by the panel on August 4 & 5. Each panelist then 
gave a final ranking to each candidate. The results were uniform, so the attached eligibility list 
represents a unanimous decision. 
 
Per Chapter III, Section 16 of the Ferndale City Charter, the Deputy Clerk is appointed by the 
City Clerk, subject to confirmation by the Council. Should the Civil Service Board approve the 
extension of a conditional offer of employment to Marne McGrath Schmidt, a background 
investigation and a pre-employment physical will be conducted. If the results of those are 
satisfactory I will ask City Council to confirm the appointment on August 24 with a one-year 
probationary period.

SUBJECT: Devon Square Municipal Services Agreement and PILOT Ordinance 
 
SUMMARY & BACKGROUND: 
 
In 1982 the City enacted the City of Ferndale Tax Exemption Ordinance to exempt Devon 
Square (a subsidized apartment building located at 1225 Orchard then called “Devon Trace”) 
from all property taxes. Instead of property taxes, the City agreed to accept a Payment In Lieu 
Of Taxes (PILOT) for public services. The annual PILOT is equal to four percent of the gross 
contract rents charged, but not less than $12,000. 
 
Recent PILOT payments have ranged from $21,000 to $22,500. The City keeps approximately 
26% of the payment (approximately $5,500 to $5,800) for operations and rubbish collection. The 
other 74% gets distributed to other taxing jurisdictions (Oakland County, schools, state, etc.). 
This is currently approximately 77% less than what the City and other taxing jurisdictions would 
receive in annual property taxes. The difference currently amounts to approximately $19,000 for 
the City and approximately $55,000 for the other taxing jurisdictions annually. 
 
The Ordinance established a contract between the City and the owner and shall remain in effect 
as long as the mortgage loan remains outstanding and unpaid or the mortgagor/HUD has any 
interest in the property. This means the property could come on the tax rolls in less than five 
years. Instead, Ginosko Development Company (GDC) would like to purchase Devon Square, 
renovate it and transfer the PILOT Ordinance. 
 
The City Attorney, Assessor/Treasurer and I began meeting with representatives of GDC in 
2007. After several meetings, we prepared a Municipal Services Agreement and PILOT 
Ordinance for the City Council’s consideration. The City Council approved both on March 24, 
2008. However, the sale did not go through and the Municipal Services Agreement and PILOT 
Ordinance expired. GDC is now ready to close the sale and has requested the City Council 
approve a new Municipal Services Agreement and PILOT Ordinance.

MCL SECTION 125.1402 ET.SEQ., MSA SECTION 16.114 (1) ET.SEQ.) 

 
 

 THE CITY OF FERNDALE ORDAINS: 
 
Part I.  The City of Ferndale Code of Ordinances, Ordinance No. 731, Sections 17-31 through 
17-38 is amended as follows: 
 
Sec. 17-31. Title.  This ordinance shall hereafter be known and cited as “City of Ferndale Tax 
Exemption Ordinance.” 
 
Sec. 17-32. Authority. 
 
 It is acknowledged that it is a proper public purpose of the State of Michigan and its 
political subdivisions to provide housing for its citizens of low income and to encourage the 
development of such housing by providing for a service charge in lieu of property taxes in 
accordance with the State Housing Development Authority Act of 1966 (1966 PA 346, as 
amended, MCLA Section 125.1401 et.seq., MSA Section 16.114 (1) et.seq.).  The City is 
authorized by said Act to establish or change the service charge to be paid in lieu of taxes by any 
or all classes of housing exempt from taxation under the Act at any amount it chooses not to 
exceed the taxes that would be paid but for the Act.  It is further acknowledged that such housing 
for persons of low income is a public necessity, and as the City will be benefited and improved 
by such housing the encouragement of the same by providing certain real estate tax exemption 
therefore is a valid public purpose further, that the continuance of the provisions of this 
Ordinance for tax exemption and the service charge in lieu of taxes during the periods hereinafter 
contemplated are essential to the determination of economic feasibility of housing developments 
which are constructed and/or rehabilitated and financed in reliance thereon. 
 
Sec. 17-33. Definitions. 
 

A. Authority means the Michigan State Housing Development Authority. 
 
B. Act means the State Housing Development Authority Act, being Public Act 346 of 1966, 

of the State of Michigan, as amended. 
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C. Annual Shelter Rent means the total collections during an agreed annual period from and 
on behalf of all occupants of a housing development representing rent or occupancy 
charges, exclusive of owner-paid utilities as herein defined. 

 
D. Contract Rents are as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 

Development (“HUD”) in regulations promulgated pursuant to the U.S. Housing Act of 
1937, as amended by the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974. 

 
E. Housing Development means a development which contains a significant element of 

housing for a person of low or moderate income and elements of other housing, 
commercial, recreational, industrial, communal and educational facilities that the 
Authority determines improve the quality of the development as it relates to housing for 
persons of low or moderate income. 

 
F. Elderly means a single person who is 55 years of age or older, or a household in which at 

least one member is 55 years of age or older and all other members are 50 years of age or 
older.  

 
G. Mortgage Loan means a loan to be made by the Authority to the Sponsor for the 

acquisition, rehabilitation and permanent financing of a Housing Development. 
 
H. Utilities mean fuel, water, sanitary sewer services and/or electrical service which are paid 

by the Development. 
 

I. Sponsor means persons or entities with a general partner interest in the Owner, which 
have applied to the Authority for a Mortgage Loan to finance a Housing Development. 

 
Sec. 17-34. Class of Housing Developments.    
 
 It is hereby determined that the Class of Housing Developments to which the tax 
exemption shall apply and for which a service charge shall be paid in lieu of such taxes shall be 
that portion of the development, which is for persons of low income and, which is financed or 
assisted pursuant to the Act.  It is further determined that the 48 unit elderly and 12 unit family 
portions of Devon Square Apartments are of this class.  The City acknowledges that GDC-DS  
Limited Dividend Housing Association, LLC (“Owner”) has offered, subject to receipt of a 
Mortgage Loan to rehabilitate, own and operate a housing development identified as Devon 
Square Apartments, on certain property located on Orchard Street, East of Hilton Road, (as 
described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto) in the City to serve persons of low income, and that 
the Owner has offered to pay the City an annual service charge for public services in lieu of all 
taxes.   
 
Sec. 17-35. Establishing of Annual Service Charge. 
 
 The Housing Development identified as the 60 unit Devon Square Apartments and the 
property on which it is located shall be exempt from all property taxes from and after the 
acquisition by the Owner.  The City, acknowledging that the Owner, the Authority and HUD 
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have established the economic feasibility of the Housing Development in reliance upon the 
enactment and continuing effect of this Ordinance and the qualification of the Housing 
Development for exemption from all property taxes and a payment in lieu of taxes as established 
herein, and in consideration of the Sponsor’s offer, subject to receipt of a Mortgage Loan, to 
rehabilitate, own and operate said Housing Development, hereby agrees to accept payment of an 
annual service charge for public services in lieu of all property taxes.  The annual service charge 
shall be equal to four (4%) percent of the gross Contract Rents charged, including any Federal 
subsidy, but less owner paid utilities (or as otherwise provided in a Municipal Services 
Agreement between the parties).  In the event the Development no longer receives project based 
Section 8 payments, the annual service charge shall be equal to four (4%) percent of the Annual 
Shelter Rents.  In no event shall the service charge be less than $12,000 per year. 
 
Sec. 17-36. Contractual Effect of Ordinance.   
 
 Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 15 (a) (5) of the Act, to the contrary, a contract 
between the City and the Owner with the Authority as third party beneficiary thereunder, to 
provide tax exemption and accept payments in lieu thereof as previously described is effected by 
enactment of the Ordinance.   
 
Sec. 17-37. Payment of Charge.  
 
 The service charge in lieu of taxes as determined hereunder shall be payable in the same 
manner as general property taxes are payable to the City except that the annual payment shall be 
paid on or before June 1 of each year. 
 
Sec. 17-38. Duration. 
 
 The provisions of this Ordinance shall become effective upon acquisition of the 
Development by the Owner and shall remain in effect and shall not terminate as long as the 
Mortgage Loan remains outstanding and unpaid or the Authority or Sponsor or HUD have any 
interest in the property provided that the acquisition of the Housing Development occurs within 
one year from the effective date of this Ordinance. 
 
Part II. Severability. 
 
 The various parts, sections and clauses of this ordinance are declared to be severable.  
If any part, sentence, paragraph, section or clause is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a 
court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the ordinance shall not be affected. 
 
Part III. Repeal. 
 
 All Ordinances of the City of Ferndale, or any amendments, thereto, which are in conflict, 
are, to the extent of such conflict, repealed, provided however, that such repeal shall be effective 
only upon the acquisition of the Development by the Sponsor as provided in Section 17-38. 
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Part IV. Effective Date; Publication. 
 
 This Ordinance shall take effect upon publication as required by law.

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MUNICIPAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 
 

THIS MUNICIPAL SERVICES AGREEMENT is made effective as of ______, 2009 
between GDC-DS LIMITED DIVIDEND HOUSING ASSOCIATION, LLC, its successors 
and assigns (“Owner”), 1100 Corporate Office Drive, Ste. 110, Milford, MI 48381 and the CITY 
OF FERNDALE (“City”), Oakland County, Michigan. 
 

The facts and circumstances forming the basis and consideration for this 
Agreement are as follows: 

 
Owner is the owner of a certain residential rental development serving the needs 
of the low and moderate income persons (“Development”) located in the City 
presently known as Devon Square Apartments, upon property legally described as 
set forth in Attachment A hereto.  In connection with the marketing and operation 
of the Development and in order to more effectively manage its insurance costs, 
the Owner desires to provide certain on-going funding in order to assist the City 
in the continuing enhancement and improvement of its various public services 
related to the public health and safety.  The City is prepared to accept such 
funding upon the terms and conditions set forth below. 
 

Now therefore the parties agree as follows: 
 

1. The Owner shall tender the sum of $21,972 (“Municipal Services Fee”) on June 1 of each 
year to the City for purposes of enhancing and improving those municipal services which address 
the public health and safety needs of the citizens of the City and specifically those of the 
residents of the Development. 
 
2. This agreement shall commence as of August 24, 2009.  For each successive year 
thereafter for the term hereof, the Municipal Services Fee shall be adjusted annually based on 
changes in “Rent of Primary Residence” category of the Consumer Price Index, not to exceed 
3% annually, published by the U.S. Department of Labor (or a successor agency) for the Oakland 
County area for the preceding calendar year.  
 
3. The nature and extent of the services and the timing and method of the application of the 
Municipal Services Fee shall be in the sole, final and absolute discretion of the City.  The parties 
agree that there are no actual or implied obligations of disclosure regarding the nature or 
application of the subject payments. 
 
4. The Owner shall release, hold harmless and indemnify City from any claims of 
whatsoever kind, direct or indirect, related to the services, the Municipal Services Fee or this 
Agreement. 
 
5.  In the event of failure to tender payment on or before the date due, the City may seek and 
obtain a judgment for the past due sum in the Courts of Oakland County. Owner agrees to the 
jurisdiction and venue of said Courts.  
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6. This Agreement shall be binding upon the Owner, its successors and assigns.  
 
7. The term of this Agreement shall be conterminous with the period of eligibility for 
benefits by Owner under the Tax Exemption Ordinance. 
 
8. Owner shall pay or reimburse the City for all of its actual costs, reasonable attorney fees 
and expenses incurred in connection with the enforcement of this Agreement. 
 
9. The various sections and provisions of this Agreement shall be deemed to be severable.  
Should any section of this Agreement be declared by any court of competent jurisdiction to be 
invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the Agreement as a whole or any section or 
provision of this Agreement other than the provision so declared to be invalid; provided, 
however, that any such determination of invalidity shall be deemed to be a default within the 
meaning of the Tax Exemption Ordinance.

SUBJECT: Division & Department Creation, Combination and Adjustment Ordinance 
 
SUMMARY & BACKGROUND: 
 
Chapter III, Section 13 of the City Charter gives the City Council the power to create, 
combine or adjust divisions and departments by “ordinance passed by a vote of four of 
its members.” Mayor Craig Covey and Council Member Michael Lennon were absent 
from the Council Chambers on Monday, August 10th when the City Council voted on this 
Ordinance so only three Council Members voted. Therefore, I am asking the City 
Council to pass this Ordinance by a vote of four of its members on Monday, August 24, 
2009. 
 
The Ordinance has been revised slightly to communicate the changes more clearly. Its 
intent is to better reflect the City’s current organization. The Ordinance creates, 
combines and adjusts divisions and departments as follows: 
 
Division of Finance 

1. The Ordinance creates a Director of Financial Administration, appointed by the 
Manager with the consent of the Council, who shall have charge of the Division 
of Finance.  

2. The Ordinance eliminates the Department of Purchasing. 
 
Division of Health and Welfare 

1. The Ordinance eliminates the Division of Health and Welfare as those activities 
have been taken over by State and County authorities. 

 
Division of Public Works and Engineering 

1. The Ordinance combines the Departments of Public Works and Engineering into 
a Department of Public Works.  

2. The Ordinance creates a Director of Public Works (renaming the Superintendent 
of Public Works position in the City Charter), appointed by the Manager with the 
consent of the Council, who shall have charge of the Department of Public 
Works.   

 
Division of Communications & Economic Development 

1. The Ordinance creates a Division of Communications and Economic 
Development, which shall include a Department of Government Access Cable, 
Department of City Events and Department of Economic Development.  



2. The Ordinance places the Division under the supervision, direction and control of 
the City Manager.  

3. The Ordinance creates a Government Access Cable Director who shall have 
charge of the Department of Government Access Cable, a City Events Director 
who shall have charge of the Department of City Events and an Economic 
Development Director who shall have charge of the Department of Economic 
Development. 

 
The intent of this section is to formally create the Government Access Cable Director 
position currently occupied by Delmar Schmidt and Woodward Dream Cruise 
Coordinator position currently occupied by Michael Lary. These positions are not 
currently included in the City Charter or Code of Ordinances. I used the title “City Events 
Director” rather than “Woodward Dream Cruise Coordinator” because I did not want to 
be so specific that the Ordinance would require amending if the position evolved over 
time. This position could eventually include additional or different events in the future. 
This section also creates the Economic Development Director position the City Council 
approved on Monday, August 10, 2009 and removes “Communications &” from the title.

III, Section 13, clarifying the Divisions and Departments of the City by adding Sections 2-160 
through 2-164 to the Ferndale Code as follows: 

 
Article X. Administrative Divisions and Departments. 
 
Section 2-160.     

 
The Manager, by and with the consent of the Council, shall appoint a Director of 
Financial Administration who shall have charge of the Division of Finance set forth in 
Chapter III, Section 11 of the Ferndale Charter.  
   

Section 2-161. 
 
The Department of Purchasing shall be eliminated. 

 
Section 2-162.    

 
The Division of Health and Welfare, which includes the Department of Health and the 
Department of Welfare, shall be eliminated.   
 

Section 2-163. 
 

The Department of Public Works and the Department of Engineering, which are both part 
of the Division of Public Works, shall be combined into a Department of Public Works. 
The Manager, by and with the consent of the Council, shall appoint a Director of Public 
Works who shall have charge of the Department of Public Works. 
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Section 2-164. 
 

There shall be a Division of Communications and Economic Development, which shall 
include a Department of Government Access Cable, Department of City Events and 
Department of Economic Development. The Division shall be under the supervision, 
direction and control of the Manager. The Manager, by and with the consent of the 
Council, shall appoint a Government Access Cable Director who shall have charge of the 
Department of Government Access Cable, a City Events Director who shall have charge 
of the Department of City Events and an Economic Development Director who shall have 
charge of the Department of Economic Development. 
 

Part II. Savings Clause. 
 

All proceedings pending and all rights and liabilities existing, acquired or incurred at the 
time this ordinance takes effect are saved and may be consummated according to the law 
enforced when they are commenced. 
 

Part III. Severability.   
 
The various parts, sections and clauses of this ordinance are declared to be severable.  If 
any part, sentence, paragraph, section or clause is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by 
a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the ordinance shall not be affected. 

 
Part IV. Repeal.  

 
All regulatory provisions contained in other city ordinances which are inconsistent with 
the provisions of this ordinance, are repealed. 

 
Part V.  Effective Date; Publication. 
 

This ordinance shall become effective upon publication of a notice in a newspaper 
circulated in the City, stating the date of the enactment and the effective date of the 
ordinance, a brief notice as to the subject matter of this ordinance, and such other facts as 
the city clerk shall deem pertinent and that a copy of the ordinance is available for public 
use and inspection at the office of the city clerk.

Subject: Goals Report 
 
 
Honorable Mayor and Council, 
 
Following is a brief summary of the progress I have made on my goals as set by Council.  
 

1. Finish implementation of the 800 MHz radio system. – I’m not sure this item should even be  
included in my goals because it continues to be a major point of frustration. As I have explained 
before, neither Chief Kitchen nor myself have much control over this new radio system. Hazel 
Park and Ferndale are next on the implementation schedule but it continues to be pushed back. It 
has been one software or hardware problem after another. The company has changed names and 
been bought and sold numerous times since this process began over ten years ago. After doing 
some extensive testing we have determined that we have major coverage issues. To address these 
issues the County has agreed to add tower sites if needed. Captain Collins is exploring our options, 
one of which is adding a repeater to a local radio tower. Before proceeding with any new 
implementations all of the portable radios that have been issued to date in other cities must be 
swapped out by the provider with new ones containing the latest software. I have received word 
that we are scheduled for radio training in September and radios will be issued following that. 
We’re hopeful. It will be nice when this issue is no longer pending.  

2. Continue to work on the regionalization effort. – Central dispatch is still the major stumbling block 
in our efforts. The four cities have applied for an Assistance to Firefighters Regional Grant for 
approximately $300,000 to purchase a “tone-out” system. In the mean time several State 
Representatives including Marie Donigan of Royal Oak and Ellen Lipton of Ferndale are doing a 
fact finding study to see if the State can help. In Miss Donigan’s words “any help we can give, 
either a new law or possibly funds.” The four fire chiefs and then the four managers met with 
Marie, Ellen and others up in Lansing in June.  The Representatives then toured the four cities with 
the managers to see the dispatch centers first hand. I’m not sure if this effort will help us move 
forward or if it is another dead end.  

3. Purchase and integrate a new three-city “tone-out” system. – Money was budgeted for FYE09 to 
pay for a tone out system but the other three chiefs, Royal Oak, Madison Heights and Hazel Park 
thought we should try again for a regional grant through AFG. I touched on this in item # 2.

4. Purchase a new vehicle exhaust system at both stations. - I had budgeted money in FYE09 to 
purchase a new vehicle exhaust system, but then felt we should try one more time for a grant 
through AFG. The old system was already out of service and then dismantled when the asbestos 
was removed in October of last year. I did save most of the components and some of them may be 
reused if we don’t get the grant and have to fund the new system ourselves.  

5. Update the Emergency Operations Support Plan to the County’s Emergency Operations Plan – 
Complete. Council adopted the new plan in March of this year.  

6. Investigate updating the Department’s Rules and Regulations. – I’ve reviewed the Rules and 
Regulations that were issued in 1980 and are currently still in effect. There are sections that need 
updating and some that need to be deleted as they are no longer in effect or relevant. Chief 
LeGault investigated updating the rules in 2000 and at that time city labor attorney Howard 
Shifman felt that a wholesale makeover was unnecessary. I’ve contacted him and he still feels the 
same, although he thought some minor changes were in order.  Many of the changes proposed 
back in 2000 were already covered in the labor agreement, letters of understanding and Standard 
Operating Procedures. Mr. Shifman didn’t see the necessity to add them to the rules and 
regulations. Many of the items are dynamic in nature and need periodic updating. If they become 
part of the rules and regulations every change must be approved by the Civil Service Board. Some 
of the sections that need changing will need to be addressed in the bargaining sessions and I think 
updating our SOP’s, which I am currently doing, will take care of many of the other needed 
changes.  It will, however, be necessary to take some of the items to the Civil Service Board and 
the Union for their approval.   

7. Do a “needs” assessment on our firefighting tools and equipment – Pending 
8. Review, update and possibly add to the Department’s Standard Operating Procedures. – Ongoing.  

 
Much of my time this spring and early summer was in the preparation of three grant requests through the 
Assistance to Firefighters Grants or AFG program and one through the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act.  They include:  

1. Vehicle exhaust system 
2. New aerial platform truck. 
3. Regional grant for an alerting and tone-out system. 
4. A.R.R.A. grant to finish the asbestos abatement at both stations.  

 
I also spent time researching and implementing the new Operating Permits and Re-inspection fines. The 
Operating Permit invoices have been sent out and the money has been coming in.
